• Registering Green makes a clear and effective political statement. The Green Party of the United States has experienced extraordinary growth since 1996. The more people who register Green, the stronger the Green Party will be, and the more all parties will take green issues and green voters seriously.

• Registering Green does not limit your voting options in the general election, and in the primary only prevents you from voting Republican, as theirs is the only closed primary. Since you can vote for any candidate, choosing a party is really about what you believe in--and making it happen.

• The Green Party does not accept money from corporations. Individual citizen support and grassroots democracy are the foundation of the Green Party. Big-money interests cannot buy their way into the party.

• The Green Party represents most Americans’ views on the Iraq War, environmental issues, health care, campaign financing, population growth, corporate power, genetically modified foods, and marijuana use.

The Green Party of Alaska’s Ten Key Values

Our key values are phrased as questions to invite people to participate in further refining them.

GRASSROOTS DEMOCRACY

How can we develop systems that allow and encourage us to control the decisions that affect our lives, and have elected representatives who are accountable?

RESPECT FOR DIVERSITY

How can we honor cultural, ethnic, racial, sexual, religious, and spiritual diversity with dignity for all beings?

COMMUNITY-BASED ECONOMICS

How can we develop self-sufficiency and sustainable small-scale economies that help communities? How can we move beyond the narrow concepts of jobs and cash to meaningful work and other types of economies?

ECOLOGICAL WISDOM

How can we operate human societies in harmony with nature?

FUTURE FOCUS

How can we encourage people and institutions to think in terms of the long-range future, to think of any decision and its impact on future generations?

PERSONAL/SOCIAL RESPONSIBILITY AND SOCIAL JUSTICE

How do we encourage people to promote health, equality, respect and dignity? How can we promote conflict resolution? How do we promote justice for all?

FEMINISM

How can we ensure equality for women and replace dominance and control with more cooperative ways of interacting? How can we promote respectful, positive and responsible relationships among various cultural groups across lines of gender and other divisions? How can we develop equal pay for equal work?

GLOBAL RESPONSIBILITY

How can we contribute to take good care of our earth by our everyday actions? How can we be of genuine assistance to people in other parts of the world?

DECENTRALIZATION
How can we restore power and responsibility to individuals, communities, and regions?

NONVIOLENCE
How can we as societies develop effective alternatives to current patterns of violence? How can we use nonviolent methods to oppose practices and policies with which we disagree, and in the process reduce polarization and selfishness that is often the source of violence?
